Summary of School Rewards and Sanctions
School Rules

1. To follow instructions at first request.

2. To remain seated unless given permission to move.

3. To raise hand and wait to be asked to speak.

4. To remain quiet while teacher/others are addressing the class.

Sanctions

Definition of Detention - 5 minutes of break spent in silence – under supervision – in the synagogue for Juniors.
The route to Detention 

1. Teacher gives clear instructions.

2. Child is warned if instructions not followed.

3. Child is shown Yellow Card if s/he continues to misbehave.

4. Child is shown Red Card – signifying a detention - if s/he still continues to misbehave.

Method – The Teacher completes the Detention slip and sends the child with slip to office.  The child reports to synagogue at his/her next available break.  The Detention and reason for Detention is recorded in the Detention book.  The most Detentions a child can receive is 2 per break.  If a child receives a Detention after last Break in the afternoon, it will be served after school on that day between 3.45 and 4.00pm. 
Detention slips are in each classroom and can be obtained from office.  Staff are issued with Yellow and Red cards.
 A note should be made in Homework Diary if a child receives a detention.  Parents should be contacted if a child regularly causes concern.  
Infants (Reception to Year 2)

School sanctions system initiated in Summer Term of Reception.  Children serve their detention in the Learning Support Room.   Infants do not do after school detentions.  Parents should be informed if a child receives a Detention.

Rewards 
The Rewards system is based on children collecting  ‘well-dones’ – Infants , stickers – Juniors for a certificate and then a Merit badge.  All badges, stickers, cards, pop-ups, certificates kept in Reward bag in HM’s study.
Infants

· 10 (5 for Reception) ‘well-dones’ = a pop-up card and a certificate.

· Second set of 10 ‘well-dones’ = a white Merit badge

· 10 ‘well-dones’ = a pop-up card and a certificate.

· Second set of 10 ‘well-dones’ = a blue Merit badge

· 10 ‘well-dones’ = a pop-up card and a certificate

· Second set of 10 ‘well-dones’ = a burgundy Merit badge

 The record of the number of ‘well dones’ is kept by the class/JS teacher and passed onto the next year’s class teacher.  

Juniors
Junior stickers are collected on appropriately named cards eg Bronze, Silver, and Gold.  
· 30 stickers for a certificate
· Second set of 30 stickers = Bronze award.
· 30 stickers for a certificate
· Second set of 30 stickers = Silver award.
· 30 stickers for a certificate
· Second set of 30 stickers = Gold award
· 30 stickers for a certificate
· Second set of 30 stickers = Special award
Note – 2010-2011 Year 6 have an accelerated system – no certificates i.e. 30 stickers = an award.  

Method - Sticker cards to be attached to back of homework diaries.  Teacher is to initial sticker.  If children lose card they need to start again.  Tally of stickers to be monitored by class teacher – perhaps on weekly basis.  Sticker cards passed onto next class teacher at end of term.  Record of certificates/badges awarded to children is kept in Merit book in HMs study.

Awarding of stickers – Stickers are given for outstanding work, effort, acts of kindness, helpfulness.   Children are asked to work towards a particular target in order to gain stickers.  
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
